These
licenses, being perpetual, are not
required to be renewed and the
registrations have Increased to
354.673 to July 1. 1925.

From 1919. when a total of 83,- -

332 automobiles and trucks were
registered, yielding, together with
fees from motorcycles, chauffeurs.
