with the further pursuit of their
educational work. There are a
large number of such who realize

after the years spent in high school

and college that it is the time to
go to work and who feel, never-
theless, -that further educational
training is necessary for their suc-
cess. It has always been recog-
nized that the study of law has
more value to students outside of
itself than the study of any other
subject.’ The law is a cross-section
of human experience and is fact,
not fancy. In no other branch of
learning has the accumulated re-
search of time been so wéelll'pre-y
served and systematized. The
problem confronting this school,
which with its predecessors dates
back to the year 1884, was to af-
ford the opportunity for part time
study and at the same time main-
tain a high degree of instruction.
To meet this problem class room
work has been placed in the eve-
ning hours, between 7 and 9:30
o'clock, and the character of the
instruction is best realized by an
examination of the list of the fac-
ulty. Twenty instructors are em-
ployed, all of them recognized as
among the leaders of the bench
and bar, both as to character and
learning. The case system of in-
struction, which was originated at
Harvard, is employed and about
one-half of the instructors have
actually taken their work at Har-
vard law school.
