When the
Hannchen barley was [irst intro-
duced folks would come inte my
office and ask about barley seed
and 1T would show them a bundle
of the Hannchen barley and they
rarely ever placed an order. Then
[ quit showing the bundle ahd
showed them threshed grain, and
Ypy very rarely went out without
placing an order.

One of the real progressive
western Oregon county agents
where the {reeze-out had been bad
induced a good many people in
his county to plant the Haprnchep
barleyv. It is reporled that after
they saw it headed out thet in =
zowd many cases they were very
much dissatisfied., but afier the
threshing returns were in that
they were very happy over having
hed the variety. It has beenm In
the variety trials at the experi-
ment station since about 1909 and
yeéar in and year out has been the
prize barley of the lot.
