They had a fair trial but they
haven't had much of - a. show in
this world.' I then talked to him
fully about the situation. Ater
the conference he said nothing
more about paroles, and when he
could, in good conacierBce he
granted pardons or commutations
to mTip had shown evidence of
reformation and whose pardon
would not be injurious to soci
ety."

Mr. Daugherty said he found
employment in factories and in-

dustries over the country for the
young men who were paroled
"Not a single one of them failed.
and they worked alongside of men
more fortunate in early life, and
to my knowledge nobody found
out who they were of where, they
came from." .

The former attorney, general
said he had recommended fo the
president and to congress the es-

tablishment of an institution simi-
lar to the one that is to be opened
at Camp Sherman, on the site of
the former national army canton-
ment. "I recommended an insti-
tution that wouTd not be called a
prison, but an industrial reforma-
tory.;;

"The president of the United
States died; Mr. Patterson died;
things became confused, and there
was more delay," said Mr. Daugh-
erty. ."However. I d.M not give up
the matter, and have not plven it
up yet. It. will be a fine thing for
'he citizenship of the country and
will help the government amaz-
ingly. 1 know any attorney gene-
ral of the United States would be
glad to . have the assistance such
an organization could give and it

1 would be rendered without any ex
pense whatever to the govern-meat- ."
