In his dissent Chief Justice Me-
Bride says that he is "frank to ad-
mit that the theory of the major-
ity is supported by many reputable
wuthorities, and perhaps by a ma-
jority in number of the later au-
thorities. who Seem to he much
taken with the prevailing idea in
regard to the ‘city beautiful’ as
contradistinguished from the
somewhat old-fashioned idea of
the ‘city usefnl’.”
Eloquently Judge McBride pic-
tures the growth of Portland since
he first knew it as a “little muddy
village into its. present condition
of progress and beauty.”
