E. S. Barton, for the Salem Elec-
tric company, last night entered o
plea in bankruptey. Thae nseets
are given at $23,000 and tlie lia-
bilities at $22,000;. but this in-
eludes the DBarton residence, at
Capitol and I} streets, valued at
$15,000, which would not likely
pring that sum under a fdreed
sale.

Mr. and Mrs. Barton came to
Salem nearly 12 years ago, direct
from New York City, where Mr.
Barton had held important elec-
trict engineering positions. Mr.

|]5.1rton went into business under

the firm name of the Salem Elel-

tric company at once, in the Ma-
sonic bullding, which was new
then, at State and High streets,
They remained in the same loca-
tlan all the time.

Wonld Not Cooperate

There was a proposition brought
up a few days ago, to settle the
obligations at an agreed percent-
age on the doMar, and all Salem
creditors consented to this, and
one of them, the largest, agreed
also to furnish additional money
to carry on the business. But
some of the outside creditors re-
fused to cooperate, forcing the ac-
tion taken last night. Not a sin-
gle Salem ecreditor refused to co-
operate,

building. He will complete this
contract, after which the Bartons
will probably leave Salem. He
will likely enter into electric en-
gineering work.
