INS IN ASSEMBLY

New York Presbytery Scores
Vicjory in Convention in-- .

Baltimore

BALTIMORE, .Md., May431.
(By Associated Press) The re-
port of the committee of fifteen to
the general, assembly today over-
rode the objections of the presby-
tery of Philadelphia through Dr,
Clarence E. MacArtney and won
unanimous approval from '. the as-
sembly. '-- ;';. - ;

The approval also became a
technical victory for the New
York presbytery through the
points whlch.Dr. MacArtney raised
and on which he was defeated.

Mrr MacArtney sought to elim-
inate the finding of the committee
that the assembly sitting as a ju-
dicial body, might reverse its own
rulings ' in a new and different
case. He argued that this left a
perpetual doubt as to the ruling
against New York presbytery last
year when the presbytery was re-
buked for admitting a minister
who denied the virgin birth, and
the synod of New York cautioned
for approving this.

"If-- , you let that statement
stand' Dr. MacArtney said,
"there is not a church in the pres-
bytery of New York or any other
taking the same stand which w.ill
not, declare, the assembly said
there is something about the case
still open. This means, we are
left in confusion as to whether we
have certainty of law in our court
