live under conditions that serious-
ly jeojardize health, morals and
respectable family life.

“We propose in addition to the
physical surrounding to provide
in. “Mott Hut” a service program
that will help people understand
and appreciate the Christian way
of life and we hope and expect
that the result will be a real
Christian community.

**The village is in one of the
manufacturing suburbs of Shan-
hai where about 100,000 people
of the poorer classes live. There
are no public service imstitutions
in that section of the ecity, which
i8 located across the river from
Shanghai on a point of land'in a
bend of the river, The river is
about half a mile wide and there
is no bridge, ro the people are
shut off by tre river, by their
poverty and by their superstitions
from the services provided for the
people of Shanghal proper.

“At the laying of the corner-
stone, Dr. Rufus Jones said, ‘I
have had many .,moving experi-
ences during these three months
in China, but this is certainly one
of the most thrilling of them all
As soon as ] heard of the plan to
baild these houses in Shanghal, I
urged our American committee to
help the enterprise and I am
thankful to know that our con-
tribution aided the realization of
the project.

“*T am most happy to join to-
day in the celebration of the lay-
ing of the cornerstone of the first
village, This is a very significant
event., It is only the beginning
of a forward movement that will
have far-reaching  results. We
shall some day insist that those
who toil and are weary with the
world’s labor shall be housed in
comfort and shall have guiet and
