It is perhaps part of the price we
pay, and the phenomenon is not
confined to motoring but is com-
mon to other fields of emdeavor.
But the great majority of our
people have nevertheless benefit-
ed from the faster ecars of today,
which are at the same time, safer
CaTSs.

“It was inevitable that in a
highly competitive industry like
the antomotive industry, speed
gnd stamania, stability and safety
style and smoothness, beauty and
balance, should become part of the
verpacular of sales promotion.

“Bat it is an unguestioned fact
that the American manufactures,
in the construction of our modern
cars, have not sderificed safety
for speed or for amy of the other
qualities they exploit in their ap-
peals to the public.
