Each of them testified on cross
examinations, however, that 1(he
facilities of their various organiza-
tions would not have been suffi-
cient to underiake a lease which
would have embodied such com
prehensive provisions as tha!
which was signed by Sinclair.

Bombmg Attack Made
On Italian King Victor

MIILAN, Apr. 12— (AP)—Ter-
rorists placed a powerful bomb in
the base of one of the electrie
light lamp posts lining the Piazza
Giulio Cesare, and it exploded with
terrific force this morning killing
4t least 15 persong and Injuring
40 or more about the time King
Victor Emmanuel was due to pass
the spot. Thousands had gathered
to salute the king on his way to
the fairground« to imaugurate an

exposition.
The explosion tore the lamp
post to pieces and sent huge

hunks of iron in all direction.

The king, who had arrived in
Milan half an hour before, was
somewhat delaved in proceeding
to the fairgrounds. The enthusias-
tic populace crowded the streets
and the squares. It was due to the
slowness of the royal procession
that the king escaped being in the
very midst of the disaster. The
first automobiles containing the
sovereign, the members of his
suite and Accompanying munfici-
pal authorities were still moving
slowly along the Corse Vercelli,
before anything was known of the
calamity, and then ambulances
and litters were seen at the Sem-
plone gate, Word of the explosion
escaped the king until he entered
the fairgrounds, a few minutes af-
ter 10 o'clock.

The base of the lamp post where
the bomb had been placed bad a
circumference of about 7 or 8 feet.
Therefore the explosive power of
the bomb was increased many fold.
When it burst fragments ol metal
were scatltered over a radius of an
eighth of a mile. A huge hole was
ripped In the pavement for a dis-
tance of a hundred or more feet,
and great crevices were opened In
the square. ' '
