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A Vision of Unselfishness
Editor Statesman:

I notice by the papers where a
resolution was passed by the Sa-
lem grange condemning the Slogan

pages of The Statesman, as
through their influence an over-
production was ecaused. This

sentiment was as we understand [
it sponsored by Mr. Van Trump,
county fruit inspector, and others,
I want to ask space in your
paper to say that I agree with
these gentlemen, and to add my
mite to show why they are right.
Of course the production in the
area covered by The Statesman is
only a drop in the bucket as com-
pared with the world's production,
and when there is an overproduc-
tion in any given commodity the
total production of the Salem dis-
trict would not affect this over-
production materially—but it is
just that much. There is no real
scarcity of any of the things pro-.
duced in the Salem district, and if
the Salem district would produce
just one-half as many strawber-
ries, = cherries, dalry products,
hogs, etc., it would not cause a
shortage. In fact, I doubt if the
world’'s markets would even notice
the difference if the Salem district
wonld CEASE PRODUCING EN-
TIRELY. California, Washington
and other states could easily
make up the shortage if there was
one apparent, so it is evident that
the best thing to do is for the Sa-
lem district to cut down on its
production or CEASE ENTIRELY
until such a time as there is a real
need for it. There may be things
that can be produced in the Salem
district that can not be prodaced
elsewhere. If so, they should
confine their efforts along that
line and let such staples as the
fruit, grain and livestock alone
until there is a demand that can
not be supplied by other stales.
Of course, such a poli might
work a hardship on the "presemt
industries in Salem, such as the
stores, banks, shops, etc., but they
should wait until there was a de-
mand for the products mentionad
above that could not be supplied
by other states, and then we would
not feel the effects of an over pro-
duction as we now sometimes do.
Such men as Van Trump snd
men of his type have a vision far
greater than many of the business
men of today, who apparcatly are
selfish enough to want the indus-
tries in the Salem district to keep
struggling on in spite of the faet
that they are a factor, ¢ven though
it be small, in keeping up an over-
production In various lines. The
Slogan pages of The Statesmanm
may add a few or many million
dollars annually to the income for
the Salem district, but the world’s
markets might be better off if the
Salem district would lay off until
