It has always been known that bees had considerable geo-
metrical talent, but nobody realized quite how much. When,
about 50 years ago, an American maker of bee-hives and
supplies invented a machine for rolling out sheets of bees-
wax with the six-sided honey cell imprinted on them, it was
assumed that man had supassed the bee at his own game.
The bees started using those sheets of wax for building up
their honey comb, thereby saving time. They could go right
ahead with their carpenter work instead of having to go and
get the raw materials and lay out their own pattern. 'I'!'&en
just lately it was discovered that the human engineers had
made a mistake. They were making the bottoms of those
cells at an angle of 140 degrees, which didn’t suit the bees at
all, and all this time the bees had been pulling the bottoms of
the cells apart and making them over.
