“Go-Get-Em” Hughes No
Longer to Try Running
Crooks From City

CHICAGO, July 26.—(AP)—
Michael “Go-get-'em’ Hughes, the
Chicago “copper’ named by Mayor
Thompson as commissioner of po-
lice with instructions to run the
crooks out of Chicago imn ninety
days, has auit his job.

Hughes confirmed the report of
his resignation last night with a
weak nod to reporters who be-
sleged him as he left the hospital
where he had submitted to an
operation for removal of his ton-
sfls. Looking pale and worn, the
commissioner told questioners his
resignation had been in the hands
of Mayor Thompson for some-time
but he did not know when it
would become effective. Dr. Arn-
old P. KJegel, his physician and
the city health commissioner, said

Mr. Hughes was "a very sick
man."”
Mayor Thompson, himself re-

cuperating from illness, is In Wis-
consin for a reat and could not be
reached. Willlam Russell, at
present a deputy commissioner
was among those discussed today
as a probable successor to Hughes,
TUntil his resignation Iz accepted,
however, Hughes is expected to re-
main as commissioner.

Hughes, a Chicago copper for
years and a relative of Robert E.
Crowe, state’'s attorney, was
picked by Mayor Thompson last
year to ‘“run the crooks out of
Chicago in 90 days.” At the end
of three months he gave out fig-
ures Intending to show that crime
had decreased materially here and
announced that ‘‘the crooks are
on the run.”

8everal other city officials have
been reported about to quit and
only vyesterday It was rumored
that Mayor Thompson himself,
who has been reported in poor
health, might resign. These re-
ports, however, were denied by
th emayor’'s close friends.

Untimely Death of Captain
Carranza Does Not Check

Air Program
TAMPICO, Mexico, July 286.
(AP)—Despite the untimely death
of Capt. Emilio Carranza, its

young aviation hero, Mexico hopes
to lose no ground in its effort to
develop popular air consciousness
in the national mind.

Commercial aviation in Mexico
has moved forward rapidly since
1924 with the formation hbre of-
the Cia. Mexicana de Aviacion
(The Mexican Aviation Company).
From a modest begimning the com-
pany now has a fleet of six ships.
which make regular flights to the
border at Matamoros, Mexico City
and throughout the oil fields.
Uncertainty of rail transporta-
tiou, partly because of bandit at-
tacks, has provided a great stimu-
lus for air transportation. The
Mexican Aviation Compmsay has
regular contracts with all oil com-
panies here providing for definite
mileage during the vear. In the
rainy season a plane takes the oil
managers to thelr fields, trips that
otherwise would have to be can-
celed,

The company inaugurated com- -
mercial service In Mexico with a
fleet of standard ships. With the
successful flight last vear of Col.
Charles Lindbergh to Paris and
the fame of the Wright whirlwind
motor, the company changed to
cabin-type ships equipped with the
same motor.

Official Mexico has learned to
use the alrplane to advantage.
Governors of surrounding states
frequently employ it for rapid
transportation.

Some of the achivements of avi-
ators in Mexico are recalled.
Aviator Snyder plioted a-sister-
ship of the Spirit of St. Louis from
Long Island to Mexico City by way:
of Tampico to introduce the new-
type plane to Mexico last summer.
Joe Glass made 12 successive
trips to Brownsvlille from Tamplico
transporting 720 quarts of niiro-
glycerine without even the caution
of a parachute. A forced landing
11ight have meant his death.

Frank Hawkes, now a pilot In
the National air tour, formerly
held e world record as a pilot in
Tampico for the longest sustained
flight for photographic purposes.
His record was broken last yvear
by another Tampico aviator,
Mexico is now contemplating an
air-mall service from Mexico City
t othe border by way of Tampico.
The matter has the strong en-
dorsemen tof Secretary Morones,
of labor, industry and commerce.

—The venerable Cardinal Lucon
of Rheims has just experienced the
thrill of his 86 years by flying in
an airplane over the famous ca--
thedral and the surrounding
country.

“People might have criticized me -~
and gossiped on the ground that it
was not dignified. Today every-
thing is different, and one must
keep up with the times."

He added: “'It Is worth it. How
beautifu]l the old cathedral looked
from the air!" f
