RECORD LEASE
INVOLVES SUM
0F 5208.000

Site of Roth Grocery on No.
Liberty Street Taken by
Chain Firm

Possession to be Given on
Jan. 1, 1931; Extensive
Improvement Plans

One of the largest property leas-
es ever made in Salem imnvolving
more than $288,000, was com-
pleted Saturday when the F. & W,
Grand 5, 10 and 15¢ Sfores Inc.
of New York City took a 30-year
leasehold on the two-story brick
building oh North Liberty streé:
‘owned by the Roth Co. Under the
terms of the contract, the lessors
will retain occupancy of the struc-
tures until January 1, 1931, after
which the lessces will occupy the
first floor of the property with a
5, 10 and 16c store.

Terms of the lease call for a
monthly payment by the New York
firm of $800, exclusive of taxes
and bullding repalrs, which they
contract to assume,

The leasing of the Roth prop-
erty Is in line with a decision of
the F. & W. Grand, 5, 10 and 15¢
Store cite place their stoves,
which are widely known through-
out the east, in western territory.
Salem I8 only one of several lead-
Ing northwest cities to be served
by stores of the company.

Location Considered
Highly Valuable

Decision of the Roth Co., to
lease the building was made be-
cauge the property was deemed
too valuable a location for grocery
occupancy. Under the terms of the
agreement, two years will be al-
lowed the Roth Co., to select
suitable location for the grocery
business which was started in Sa-
lem 28 years ago.

Negotiations for the lease and
its signature concluded Saturday
by Theodore Roth and Edward
Schunke, representing the ‘local
firm, and Melville Wilson of the
Carter MeDonald Co,, of Seattle,
brokers who represent the F, & W.
concern.

Mr. Bchunke sald his firm was
sure that the conclusion of lease
negotiations indicated the marked
faith large interest have in the fu-
ture of Balem.
