The Massachusetts supreme
court, in a recent opinion, held
that federal tax exempt securities
were not assessable under the ex-

cise tax law. Oregon officials said
the opinion of the court it not re-
versed, would reduce the revenue
of this state approximately 1100,-00- 0

annually. Banks of Oregon
now hold federal tax exempt se-
curities with a value ot more than
150,000,000. These securities
would not be taxable under the
Massachusetts supreme court opin-
ion.

Oregon officials especially are
interested In obtaining a rehear-
ing of the case because the excise
tax law enacted at the 1929 legis-
lative session is similar to that of
the state of Massachusetts. ' The
Oregon excise tax law fixes a fire
per cent tax on the net earnings of
banks and other corporations,
with provisions for certain deduc-
tions.
