Suggestions for aiding growers

of small beans, anions them one
that a separate stabilization cor-

poration be set up to maintain a
"reasonable" price to the farmer,

The board announced, after a

committee of Michigan state offi-

cials and growers appeared, that it
had been advised of various prob-
lems affecting the marketing of the
product. Peter Lennon, state sen-

ator and farmer, of Lennon, Mkh-iga- n,

said he had suggested a sta-
bilization corporation which wouM
prevent price-breakin- g.

produced in the country, at $5 a
