Potato Marketa Are
Firm, Report of
Portlanders

PORTLAND April 4—(AP)—
Egg and butter prices were un-
changed today, Receipts continue
to exceed demand, but surpluses
were still going Inte sterage.

Reviewing the fruit and vege-
table situation, the Portland bu-
reau of the United States depart-
ment of agriculture says:

“Cooler weather im the north-
west is resulting in delayed
growth of asparagus; consequent-
ly Portland’'s receipts from Hood
River, McCredie and other points
are still limited to a few crates
daily, Libera] receipts and rather
tow prices of California asparagus
is the cause of lower prices on
northwest grass; the latter is still
commanding a 60 per cent premi-
um over California stock how-
ever.

“Potato markets continue firm
at all points, with some districts,
as Minnesota. reporting the mar-
ket much stronger.

WOOL GAME VALLEY

CORVALLL3, April 4 —(AP)—
Western Oregon wool growers
have been receiving average prices
that have fluctuated from 15
cents a pound for low grade wools
in 1921 to 60 cents higher im
1925, the best price year in the
last decade, according to a study
completed by Dr, E. B. Mittieman,
economist at the Oregom Experi-
ment station. The study was of
the marketing of Willamette
wools through the Pacific Coop-
erative wool growers.

Dr, Mittleman found that there
are about 5000 farm flocks own-
ers ia western Oregon and that
the Pacifle cooperative of Port-
land is thQ‘ largest single market«
ing company and agency. In spite
of the marketing difficulties em-
countered by the cooperative, he
found that it had succeeded Inm
holding Its wool past the seasom
of depressed price and had mar-
keted it either at the high poimts

'mt‘s quotations or when
thm fn the making.
