The skin of a mnewly-bern baby
{3 exiremely semsitive, The slight-
e3t heat or eold is felt by the
tender skin. It is ehilled by the
siightest expesure,

_ At first bathing of the infant
should be deme by the nurse, She
takes the child on her lap, and
after sponging amd soaping the
ekin the baby is gemtly dipped in-
to the tub for ne more than a
atere rinsing.

After a few days of this meth-

od the infant ean be gradually ac-
customed to ¥mmersion to the
neck. The perfod of bathing is
extended gradually.

Cold baths should never be giv-
en an infant. The baih, is best giv-
e midway between the morning
feedings.

it is important that a paure,;
mild soap be weed. If it is too
siroong the tender skin will be
frritated. Pure white castile, or
©!ive oil scap is best for the baby.

After bathing the skin should
he thoroughly dried. There is dan- |
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ger of the skin chapping unless|
this is done. A baby power is
used, usually in order to make
gure of making the skin perfectly
dry. This keeps the skin from
chafing,

It is extremely important that
a child shall not be left In wet
garments. If it is there will be
chafing and chapping of the skin
and much diseomfort. Wet cloth-
inz should be changed at once.

A healthy baby should bave a
daily bath during the first two
years. The scalp should be wash-
ed dally only until the child is
six months old. In hot weather, a
baby may be sponged off im the
early evening. This will be eool-
Inz and scothing.

Petrolenm oil is often used for
fhe skin of the body, but not for
the face, It is szoothing and pro-
tective at the same tima,

If a rash should appear on the
baby's skin, it may be due to the
wearing oftco much élothing, The
baby will prespire freely and then
tie rash appears. Or a skin irri-
tation may result from wrong
feeding. The milk mixture may
not be quite right. It may be well

to make a change in the milk
supplr. Your doctor can pass

judgmmnet upon this q-e.sthn.

Every baby is better off it it
& room set apart from the
rest of the family. It should sleep
alone In a bed and im fact all

through childhood it should sleep

by itself.

The temperature of such a
rooin should be betweem 68 and
70 degrees F., and not over 72
degrees. At night it should mot
fall below €5 degrees during the
baby's first year,
