der Lhke circumstances,
compelled to resort to the rule
that the nature of pensaity is
intrusted, in the t /imstance,
to the discretion of the trial
judge, and, finally; to the ‘mercy
of the chief execative.

"It must be borne in mind,
however, that the comviction of
the defendant has been sustaimed
by Teason of proof which showed
that the organization ef  which
hegwas an active member, the
communist party, threatemed im-
mediate  danger, through -vio-
lence, to oug industrial and gov-
erfimental status.”

Justice Rand,
said:

““There was no overt act upon
defendant’s part provem in this
case. [ do not believe:that the
mere fact that defendant was a
member of the communist par-
ty is sufficlent in itself along to

in dissentling,

justify his eonviction of thé
crime with which he was
charged.”

Communist Speech
Held mot Admissible

The dissenting opinion of Jus-
tice Belt read, in' part:

“In my epinion it was error to
reecelve i evidence, over the ob-
jection of defendagt, the testi-
mony of Odale as to the sab-
stanee of a speech made by Le-
vitt, an alleged member of the
communist party. If there were
any evidence that the communist
party had sanetioned or ratified
such speech, it might be admis-
sable as tending to show what
the party advocated. But such
is not the state of the record.

“I find no authority which ap-
proves what seems to me such an
extreme and dangerous rule as
that announced by Justice Ross-
man. Neither do I beliesve that
expert testimony is admissable
to show what the communist
party teaches and vocates. In
fairneass to the trial court, it mhay
be said that the latter testimony
was admitted without objection.

“The criminal syndiealism act
was enacted during the Ilate
World war as a sort of an emer-
gency megd¥ure. To extend Iits
application to a poor, ignorant
sewer digger who entertains er-
roneons idéds concerning govern-
mental affalrs and to imprison
him fim the penitentiary for a
period of “10 years is, in my opin-
fon; not In keepiig with the pfo-
per _adminisiration of Justice.
Throughoent ' the centuries, jails
have never been sable fo kWl
fdeas. It is Houbtful if they can
do #0 in this modern and turbu=
lent age.”™ :
