FOB POWER PLANT

No bids have' as yet heen re-
ceived for the construction of a
state-owne-d power plant to supply
electrical energy to all state insti-
tutions here, it was reported Sat-
urday at the office of William
Elnsig, secretary of the state
board of control. The board of
control Is scheduled to open bids
for the plant next Thursday.

A bill authorizing the construc-
tion of a state-owne-d power' plant
at the state penitentiary, was
passed by the 19X1 legislature at
the request of Senator W. E.
Burke of Yamhill county. No ap-
propriation was attached to the
bill. It being the theory ot the
legislators that some equipment
concern would provide the ma-
chinery for a plant and take a Ilea
on the machinery and on Its rev-
enues aa sole security for the
plant.

Several Investigations have
been conducted in connection with
the feasibility ot the plant. One
of these made by C. H. Lester,
chief engineer for the publle utili-
ties commissioner, indicates that
the payment tor electrical energy
through the operation of the state-owne-d

power plant would be In
excess of Jhose under the existing
contract with the Portland Elec-
tric company.

The board of control estimates
that the cost of a state-owne-d

plant would be f150.0M.

"Dead." was the response.
"And Phil Jones?"
Dead he was told.
And Murphy, and Lane and

Callahan?
"Dead, ajl dead", was the re-

port.
Mr. Hughes knew that two pil-

ots and a mechanic had been kill"
ed during the making ot the pic-
ture, but not until then did ha
find out that twelve flyers who
had participated in the making of
"Hell's Angels" were dead, three
while "Hell's Angela" was in pro-
duction, and nine others, who had
passed through the dangers at-

tendant upon stunting in the pic-
tures big battle sequences, having
their lives- - snuffed out between
the end of the making of "Hell's
Angels" and the beginning of
"Sky Devils".

Crash Over Ocean
Among the nine men who have

slnee been killed was Ross Cooke,
who was flying over the ocean
near Los Angeles when he collid-
ed with another plane. His body
was never recovered. The other
eight were Lyn Hayes, Virgil
Cline, G. G. Callahan, M. H. Mur-
phy, Morey Johnson, Burton Lane,
George Mares and R. S. McAllis-
ter.

Strangely enough, two of those
killed while "Hell's Angels" was
being made were not stunting be-
fore the camera. Al Johnston, for
Instance, cracked up after hitting
some wires while attempting a
landing. C. K. Phillips crashed
while en route from Los Angeles
to Oakland in iS.B.1 English
plane.

The
only physical resemblance is found
in the generous employment of
mechanical treadmills In both.
