Willamette Likely to get

Kipp devoted most of his time
to telling the plans of engineers
for developing the Columbia. Por
hydro development ten dams zre
listed, six on the upper river in
Washington and four on the mid-
dle river from Warrendale to Um-
atilla. Regarding the Columbia
basin frrigation project the orig-
inal gravity plan has been aban-
donz;d because of Its excessive
cost of $393 per acre. Now the
pumping-power project at Grand
Coules fs favored. The cost per
acre would be $176.40 but there
would be power for sale as well,
May be on Willamette

The army engineers projected
series of dams, one series A with
four dams at Warrendale. The
Dalles, mouth of John Day and
Umatilla. These would be low
dams and could be buiit one at a
time. Series D called for twe
dams, one at Warrendale and a
high dams, 250 feet at The Dalles
which would completely submerge
the other two dam sites. This he
said would utilize 40 percent
more power than the series A
combination. It would also pros
vide slack water for navigation
several miles beyond Pasco. He
predicted that the first develop-
ment would probably come on the
Witlamette for navigation because
the cost was so much less,—only
a fourth of any of the dams pro-
posed for the Columbia.

Vast hydro power at tidewatsr
is the great advantage the Colum-
bia development offers, says Kipp.
Huge industrial plants may locate
here and take advantage of water
transportation for low freight
rates. Agriculture would be bene-
fitted through water transporta-
tion nearly 300 miles inland.
