EGG 1RT DEVELOPS

PORTLAND. Juno 14 (AP)
Hot weathor was creating more or
less erratic trade trend in tbe egg
market here and along the Pacific
slope generally. Prices were con-

tinued on a mixed basis with nom
inal Quotations higher than other
points along the coast.

Most sales ot eggs were being
made 1 cent below Che prices list-
ed by local co-op- s. There appear-
ed much difference of opinion In
the trade as to whether prices
were being maintained. Those
trying to sell eggs claim they were
being undersold by interests that
aay they are maintaining their
prices. These reports were denied.
In the meantime retailers con
tinued to offer eggs as low, if not
lower, than what is being quoted

wholesale by some distributors,
indicating that the latter wero ei-

ther making secret rebates or
someone was taking a loss.

Storage movement continued to
show gain throughout the country
but is less pronounced.

Trading in the butter market
was generally steady here and
without prica change. The recent
shading of low score price has
resulted in an Increased demand
for such supplies. Butterfat was
at least steady.
