Wage increases to eomply with
the national recovery plan are
impossible In state departments
because of the salary reduction
law passed by the last legisiatare,
and adding workers appears like-
wise out of the guestion because
of budgetary limitations,

Thaesa views were expressed
Friday by Attorney General I. H.
VanWinkle in reply to a question
by Jerrold Owen, secretary of the
bonus commission, as to how far
state departments and agencies
can go in compliance with the
federal program to ralse wages,
and create employment,
VanWinkle declared the re-
covery act was mot compulsory
upon the state or its agencles and
stated further that “chapter 451,
Oregon laws 1933, fixes the sal-
aries of all state officers and em-
ployes for the present biennium,
and it would not be possible to
increase the same without violat-
ing this law. As to whether hours
of employment eould be reduced
and additional employes added,
would depend upon the funds
available. In most of the state
departments, owing to the limi-
tations of the appropriations
therefore, such a procedurs is not
possible. Of course it is desirable
to cooperate in this respect, inso-
far as it ig possible to do so, but
the matter of such possibility
rests with the respective depart-
ments, In view of thelir budgetary
limitations.””
