Grain markets were unsettled
during the week ended Septem-
ber 23, according to the weekly
grain market review of the U. S
bureau of agricultural econom-
ies. Following the advance early
in the period, wheat turned
sharply dowrward and lost most
of the previous week’'s gain. Corn
and oats also declined with corn
prices at the lowest point since
May, Barley was independently
firm under a good demand, while

Wheat markets were influs '
enced largely by fluctnations in
the monetary values, which took
on mdded sighificance as gold
the free markets of the world
advanced to a new high and ex-
change values reacted according-
ly. Gold was quoted by the U. S.
treasury September 20, at $32.28
per fine ounce. On this basis, the
present value of the U. S. dollar
is only about 64%c in terms of
gold. The English pound sterl-
ing rose to $4.813%, or near its
par value.

Currencies in commercially im-
portant countries still em the
gold standard averaged around
56°% above par. This abnormal
situation reflects the stringent fi-
nancial situation prevailing
throughout most of the world
and the wide disparity in ex-
change values is a restricting
influence in international trade.

Marked improvement-imn the
Argentine crop as a result of
recent good general rains, rela-
tively large wheat exports from
Russia and a slow demand in
foreien murkets, were additional
weakening influences in the
wheat situation. Canadian mar-
ketings were near the seasenal
peak, with receipts at Winnipeg
totaling 5058 cars. Prices in that
market declined to 65% ¢ for No.
1 Northern on September 22,
equivalent in U. S. money to 64¢
per bushel,

Prices of native wheats in Eu-
rope, while advancing sharply in
terms of U. S. money, a8s & re-
sult of the drop in exchanges,
held practically unchanged in lo-
cal currencies. Native wheat at
Hamburg was quoted September
22, at the fixed price of $1.871%,
which would be equivalent to
only about $1.22 {f exchange
were at par. French wheat at
Paris was quoted at the estab-
lished price of $1.91 in U. S.
money at present exchange wval-
ues, or about $1.24 at par, while
Italian wheat was quoted at Ge-
noa at J31.95, which would be
equivalent to $1.273 it exchange
were at par.

Action was taken by Germany
during the week to Carry out its
part of the international wheat
agreement by prohibiting increa-
ses In acreage of wheat and rye,
and by requiring some reduction
in wheat acreage. In addition, it
is planned that . prices will be
guaranteed next season omnly on
that part of Germany's 1934
wheat crop which is consumed
in that country, .

Offerings of foreign wheat at
Liverpool were liberal during the
week, with Gérman wheat quoted
on- sample at 53%e¢ per bushel.
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
