Federal Authorities Hear

PORTLAND, Ore., Sept. 27.—
(AP)—Despite a recent cut of 2
cents a pound in the buying price
on broiler stuff on the produce ex-
change here, traderg said today
there is an acute shortage of this
class of poultry on the markets.
Leaders of the trade were said to
be unable to supply the call,

The journal said today that at-
tention is being called to federal
authorities “of the alleged pro-
fiteering by some members of the
pouliry section of the produce ex-
change. Complaints of country
shippers that recent organized

jcuts in the buying price on live

chickens and especially broilers,
were not followed by any such
slashes in the resale price, report-
ed unchanged, are being made.”

Market on butter was inclined
to show_more or less easiness as
a result of increased country of-
ferings and only a very scant de-
crease in the centralizer output.

Fully steady tone was showing
for fresh eggs and no price chan-
ges were suggested” for the day.
Storzze stock, however, was find-
ing hard sledding.

More than passing weakness
was suggested for heavy calves
even though lights of quality were
about steady. Hogs were also
holding steady, Lambs were show-
ing a further loss, There was a
big overload of country killed cow
meat and prices refleet the fact.
In fact so much stuff arrived yes-
terday that storage room was
overtaxed.

It was still Impossible to se-
cure more than a nominal supply
of Oregon onions and prices were
nominally placed. Yakima how-
ever, was offering plenty and at
weaker prices becauss of non-
keeping quality,
