If such
an agreement is made effective, it
will aecomplish at one stroke
much that the dairy interests have
fought for in the way of tariff re-
strictions on foreign oils, observ-
€rsa say.

Turning to the wheat adjust-
ment campaign, word comes from
Washington warning farmers who
have signed applications or con-
tracts, agaigst being persuaded by
creditors to assign their wheat
adju nt checks to them in ad-
van This, it is pointed out, is
a direet violation of! the wheat
contract.

“The purpose of u(e wheat ad-
Justmeént payment is to put this
additional purchasing power into
the hands of the farmer for him
to use at his discretion — not
merely to have him assign his ad-
justment payment to the first
creditor that reaches him,” says
George E. Farrell, associate chief
of the wheat section.

Farmers will be paid in county
groups in the order in which the
_applications are received.
