Pacilic coast hop markets re-
mained steady during the week
ended January 25, influemced by
continued light offerings by grow-
‘ers and some improvement in do-
mestic demand, according to the
Weekly Hop Market Review.
Trading and movement were moTe
active in Oregon and Washing-
ton markets following the holi-
day dullness, while California
markets remained inactive., Al-
though foreign demand was dull,
with no new sales reported dur-
ing the period, and many domes-
tice consumers were obtaining
thelr surrent requirements from
early season and term contract
purchases, there was a noticeable
improvement in domestic inquiry
from Eastern and Mid-Western in-
terests, This improved interest
from domestic users in anticipa-
tion of heavier spring and sum-
mer requirementis, resulted in the
sale of several carlots of Oregon
mdeashmgton hops during the
week,

Sales by Oregon growers during
the past week included 192 bales
of fair prime quality new crop
clusters, which netted growers 29¢
per pound, A total of 204 bales
of medium to fair prime quality
clusters brought 265¢ to 28¢ per
pound, net growers,

While thers were no sales of
choice quality hops in Oregon dur-
ing the period, it was reported
that growers were holding re-
maining supplies of this grade
rather firm for at least 35c per
pound. There was no interest
shown in older growths in Oregon
markets during the period, and no
new term contracts were report-
ed made, On the basis of receat
sales, current values on 1933 erop
Oregon clusters range from 25¢ to
35¢ per pound, met to growers,
with price variation depending
upon quality, and to some extent
the district where grown.
