INCREASE N MAKE

Egg Prices in Muddie; Veal
Trifle Lower: Broiler
Shortage Acute

PORTLAND, Ore., March 12—
(Ay-Market for butter showed a
slight increas® in make, the first
hopeful sign of increased produc-
tlon for some time. The chief
gains were reported from eastern
Oregon where production has
lagged.

Egg market prices were all in
2 muddle here with actual sales
of cartons of extras down to 15e
or even less to favored retail-
ers. Buying prices continued un-
changed which suggested that
grades are not being followed.

There was an acute shortage
or even famine of young broil-
ers in the chicken trade. All
chickens were showing a good
demand,

Trifle lower veal price was
suggested here with somewhat
increased offerings during the
last few days. Hogs appeared
steady and there remained a
favorable tone for both mutton
and lambs,

Rather liberal carload sales of
onlons continued at Oregon pri-
mary points with the selling
price held B80c to $1 cental net
to growers, Local market remain-
ed sluggish with prices weak.

Quiet trading tone was sug-
gested all through the potato
market here and at Pacific north-
west sources Prices were- weak
with rollers being almost gener-
ally sold below f.0.b. values.

Spinach was weaker and trifle
lewer with oversupply of outside
stuff,

Asparagus prices were holding
steady with cool weather in lead-
ing California producing sections.

Lettuce prices were much mix-
ed owing to great spread be-
tween quality of dry and Iced
offerings.

3l 0CKS OF WHEAT
DECREASE, FOUND

CHICAGO, March 12—{P)
Jumps of more than 2 cents a
bushel in wheat prices late today
accompanied an unexpectedly big
decreass of the United States
wheat visible supply.

The decrease of wheat stocks
amounted to 3,548,000 bushels
the past week, and showed a re-
duction to 97,092,600 bushels, the
smallest total since July, 1929.
This was in sharp contrast with
the total a year ago, 124,431,000
bushels.

A sudden splurge of buying of
wheat futures was witnessed as
dealings drew to an end, with the
market closing firm at nearly the
day's top, 7-1% =above BSatur-
day’'s finish, corn %-% up, oats
3%-% advanced, and provided un-
changed to b cents decline.

NEW YORK, March 12 —~ (@) -
Improvement was the rule in Ii-
nanrial markets today. Stocks
flurried upward in the afternoon
and mest commodities, as well as
bonds, bettered last week's clos-
ing levels,

Stock exchange trading was
dull, turnover amounting to.only
1,288,480 shares. Such buying as
appeared may have been encour-
aged by the revisions which are
being made in market regulation
plans and ajso by the latest com-
gressional proposals with respect
to silver omn the the theory that
they carried inflationary implica-
tions. Strength in commodities,
notably wheat, silver futures, rub-
ber and cotton, gave support to
the course of stocks,

Montgomery Ward was active
and strong. American Telephone's
boost was attributed partly to re-
purchases by shorts who had de-
cided to cover rather than pay the
$2.25 dividend which scon comes
off the stock’s market price, Case
and Harvester each gained more
than a point on the strength of
wheat's upturn in response to es-
timates of a smaller visible supply.

General Motors rose about a
point; President Sloan is inform-
ing stockholders that in his opin-
ion the first quarter dividend will
have been fully earned and that
results would have been better
had there not been production de-
lays, Advances for rails generally
ranged from fractions to around
a point.

Farmers with wheat adjusts
ment contracts, who do not plant
any wheat for 1934, will not be
considered as having violated their
contracts, but they will forfeit the
1934 adjustment payments@inless
they recelve waivers gran to
cover such non-plantings under
specified conditions, George E.
Farrell, in charge of the wheat
section of the agricultural adjust-
ment administration, has anp-
nounced.

The wheat contract specifies
that contracting farmers must
plant at least 54 per cent of their
base acreage for the years 1930
to 1932,

An administrative ruling on the

non-planting in 1934 states that
this will have no effect upon the
1933 payments made or to be
made, nor will it affect 1935 pay-
ments provided farmers plant the
minimum acreage for that year.
If a farmer plants less than his
54 per cent requirement for 1934,
his 1934 payment will be fn the
proportion that his plantings are
to his minimem requirement.
Plantings for 1934 will be checked
«during the field inspection this
snmmer. The ruling does not ap- -
ply to farmers who would not
plant this year because of a regu-
larly established crop rotation
practice,
The ruling releases for payment
some 1933 adjustment checks held
up because growers indicated that
they did not intend to plant wheat
in 1934,

BLACKBERRY MITE
CONTROL OUTLINED

The b!ackberry mife, " serious
pest on the himalva and Oregon
evergreen blackberries, may be
controlled by an effective spray
program, advises Arthur J. Han-
son, entomologist, western Wash-
ington experiment station, Puyal-
Tup.

While, in the berry, the mite
feeds near the base of the drupe-
lets around the core. This causes
a change in color from the normal
maroon of the s affected fruitto
a more brilliant red. Some of the
affected fruit will vary from a
red berry with a single black
drupelet to a black berry with a
red drupelet.

A spray containing seven gal-
lons of liquid Hme-sulphur to 100
gallons of water should be applied
between March 15 and April 1. A
second application containing one
gallon of liguid lime-sulphur to
40 gallons of water, or five
pounds of wettable sulphur to 100
gallons of water, should be admin-
istered vetween May 10 and 20,
