WARCH 16 DEADLINE
ON GORN-HOG DRIVE

Farmer lla-y_ﬂ;rket to 90
" Per Cent, Instead
75, of Base

March 16 has been set as the
elosing date for signing applica-
tions for the 1935 corn-hog con~
tracts by the Oregon board of re-
view which beld its first meet-
ing recently. This date is some-
what earlier tham that set last
year, but as their is little work
to renewing the contracts it was
felt that first payments would be
speeded up and the best interests
of all be served by completing the
campaign promptly,

As now organized the review

board consists of N. E. Dodd, Ba-
ker county rancher, chairman; C.
J. Borum, successor to Johm 8.
Dennee, representing the bureau
of crop and livestock estimates;
and Wm, L. Teutsch, assistant
county agent leader, representing
the O. 8. C, extension service.
Farmers who understand the
1935 contracts are signing up
nearly 100 per cent, according to
reports to the exitemsion service
by those assisting with feld
meetings., In a series of meetings
in central and southern Oregon
every grower atending signed up
again with the exception of ome.
Considerable misunderstanding
concerning the new provisions
exist and is keeping many away
from the sign-up meetings, re-
ports indicated. Many Dbelieve
that further reduction below the
number of hogs produced for
market in 1934 is required im
the new contracts, when just the
opposite is true. The 1935 con-
tracts really call for “controlled
expansion” as the grower may
produce 15 per cent more of his
established hog base than was al-
lowed last year. In other words he
is permitted to produce and mar-
ket up to 90 per cent of his base
instead of 75 per cent,
Furthermore, becAuse of ex-
cessively low production in some
countles last year, some growers
could double their hog produec-
tion of last year and still stay
within the contract limits and
collect the benefit payments at
the rate of $15 per head for the
number represenied by the 10
per cent reduction.
Other liberal features this year
include permission to purchase
and ralse as many feeder pigs as
desired, removal of limit omn to-
tal crop acreage or livestock
numbers, and in one case of corn
contracts, permission to grow
anything but corm on the con-
wracted or “shifted” acres.
