Twain Popular,
Oliver Asserts

A travel book that immediately
became a best geller among vol-
umes of its type when it was first
published €6 years ago remains
today one of the most popular
travelogues in the American writ-
ing field. That book 18 Mark
Twain's “Innocents Abroad', de-
picting the first organized tour of
Europe by an American party,
Professor E. S. Oliver of the Wil-
lamette university English depart-
ment told the Salem Lions elub
}Mtprday noon.

Twain refused tc be awed by
tradition or to believe that Eur-
ope's hundreds of years of culture
were more important than his
homeland and as a result his
homespun view of the old contin-
ent gave American readers a mew
view of it, Oliver stated, going on
to point out many amusing pas-
sages in the book.
