Seed Treatment
For Smut Urged

Following the loca] rains, grain

seeding in Marion county will mo
doubt continye with increased in-
tensity. It is suggested by the
county agent, Harry L. Riches,
that farmers practice seed treat-
ment for smut, which is cheap in-
surance against ‘decreased yields.
