ma of having served a prison sen-
tence would be spared them, he
said. .

As for any bad influence these
boys might exert on the younger
lads at the training school, Mr.
Arbuckle was confident that
those transferred would appreci-
ate the “break’ accorded them
and would make every effort to
make good and would avoid set-
ting a bad example at the school.

Salem social workers referred
to the proposal as *“ridiculous”
and contended that the transfer
of these convicts would wreck the
morale at the boys’ school. The
plan was opposed by Sam Laugh-
lin, superintendent of the boys’
institution.

Would Provide for
Segregation, Says

Social workers in Portland and
other parts of the state were ex-
pected to join in the protests, of-
ficials said.

Governor Martin made it plain
that only first-offenders under £1
vears of age would be transferred
from the penitentiary to the boys’
school. Selections will be made by
James Lewis, warden of the pen-
itentiary; Sam Laughlin, in
charge of the boys" school, and
E. M. Duffy, state parole officer.

The governor said his proposal
also would provide for segrega-
tion, which he said cannot be ac-

complished at the penitentlary
under existing condition.

At a future session of the leg-
islature Governor Martin probably
will request an appropriation for
construction of an intermediate
institution to care for [first-of-
fenders convicted of minor offen-
Se8.

There are 62 inmates of the
penitentiary technically eligible
for transfer to the boys' school
The transfer of these convicts is
permitted by statute, the governor
sald.
