The forest serrice announced to-
day that Secretary Wallace had
designated as the Olympic primi-
tive area 238,930 acres of na-

tional forest land on the Olympic
peninsula In the state of Wash-
ington.

The new area, an extension of
the present Mt. Olympus national
monument, will be set aside as a
perpetual wilderness reservation.

The forest service said this ac-

tion was a major, step toward
adequately safeguarding .recrea-
tional values of the region and
preserving outstanding areas of
virgin timber without crippling
the economic life of the Olympic
peninsula, which K is dependent
upon timber resources.
