The new state police patrg] of-
fices im the highway department's
sign shop and office building pear
the state penitentiary were nearly
ready for occupancy yesterday.

A 135-foot steel tower al-
ready has beemn erected nearby to
support the vertical antenna.

The patrol office at the new lo-
cation will be connected with the
telephone switchboard in the state
headquarters offices in the Ore-
gon building downtown.
