Contrary to State’s Best
lnlered,ﬂhVilewon
Reorganization

Any movement to reorganize
the state government of Oregon
in such a way that the governor
would be the only ejective of-
ficer, is com to the siate's
bast interests, Rufus C. Holman,
state treasurer, declared Friday.

“I. understaand that Govermor
Charles H. Martin favors such a
.::;’emmntnl setup,”’  Holman

“Our presemt form of govern-
ment hag been bullt up over a
long period of years,” Holman
declared, *“and as far as I know
it is operating satistactorily,
There has been no charge that
the sec of state or any
other elective official has violat-
ed the confidence and trust im-
posed in them by the voters.”
Hits Planning Board

The state planning board was
branded a  “fly-by-night” organ-
ization by the state treasu®er.
He referred particularly to the
activities of this board at Ban-
don following the disastrous fire,
“S8o-called experts were em-
ployed by this board, a lot of
money was expended, but what
was accomplished?” Holman ask-
ed

Holman - said he considered a
one-man administration danger-
ous and not the will of the vot-
ers at the present time.

“Oregon’s state government
has progressed along with those
of other states,”” Holman said,
“and I cannot see any necessity
for doing away with all but one
of its elective officials, When
the voters demand such a drastic
change in our governmental af-
fairs I will be ready to step down
and out.”
