Truck Drivers to
Get Higher Wages

An increased wage scale foi

the new contract Day Hayes,
representative of the Motor Ve-

hicle Owners association, employ-

Banks said the new scale would
be retroactive to September 1,
when the past year's contract ex-
pired It provides for an increase,
of 75 cents per day for line haul-
ers and one of 50 cents per day
for local pickup and delivery
drivers.

$7,775 a day, according to the
type of truck operated, and the
latter, $5.25. There were also
