Mrs. Roth-
man had crossed the Williamsburg bridge and seen the liew
homes in the slum clearance project in Brooklyn. Later she
saw the motion picture "Dead End" revealing the squalor of
slum life hard against the luxurious homes of the wealthy. It
was. in such a "vulgar crime-breedin- g neighborhood with
rooms not fit for dogs to live in" that she had been born and
raised, and where she is trying to rear a boy and a girl of her
own.

Radio Programs

. Denver AFL Convention
The Denver plenum of AFL consumes a vast amount of

oratory. Most of the verbal bombs have been directed toward
John L. Lewis, but a few hand grenades were thrown at
Madame Perkins and the NLRB. The only point of agree-
ment between AFL and CIO has been denunciation of Japan
for invading China and threatening a boycott on Japan-mad- e

merchandise. .
With all the bluster of Bill Greenland John Frey and

their adjutants the federation has failed to take the final
step of expulsion of the rebel leaders and unions. Suspended
a year ago, the recalcitrants have waved no olive branches
toward the parent body. Instead the separation has grown
more complete. But the AFL convention contents itself with
vesting in the executive committee final power of expulsion.

There is a disposition to spank both sides in this labor
war, and bemoan the division in the ranks. But may there
not be considerable vice in a labor monopoly the same as an
industrial monopoly? Power breeds self-satisfacti- on and lazi-
ness. Until the CIO split the AFL leadership was more or less
moribund. With rival organizations .appealing for members
each must deliver the goods to gain and hold a following.

Long accustomed to monopoly in the labor movement the
AFL is determined to abide no interference now, even if it
means war to the death. The fight however is costly, and
means heavy assessments on the workers who are affiliated
with each faction ; but it will probably go on until one side, or
both, are licked or exhausted. "

Fred Lockley, long time col-
umnist of tht Portland Journal,
whose writings are principally
concerning pioneer biography and
history, who was years ago em-
ployed on the publications of the
Statesman Publishing company,
sent a card to the Bits man read-
ing: ; .

"Dear Bob:See pages 8 and 9,
volume 3, of Snowden's History
of Washington about Keil wagon
train and killing of Margaretta
Keil by Indians. Is this about
correct? State library will have
Snowden's 'History.'

V

The Oregon state library does
not have a copy of the Snowden
History: but secured a copy of
the third volume, in which, at the
pages named, is found what fol-

lows:
"The train with which Mary

Hagar, afterwards Mrs. George
Wanch, came was attacked and
eight of the party killed and
scalped. Among the number was
Margaretta Keil, a cousin of Mrs.
Wanch, whose father was cap-

tain of the train. She had very
long and beautiful hair. A 'few
days after the massacre, a party
of Indians came up with the train,
and one of them had this girl's
scalp fastened to his shoulder,
with tie long and beautiful hair
wound about his neck. Capt. Keil
was one of the first to recognize
the bloody trophy. He shot the
Indian and recovered it, but was
himself wounded in the encoun-
ter, and a brother of Mrs. Wanch
was killed.

"This party was almost wholly
composed of Germans, who had
crossed the ocean only , a few
years earlier and settled in Mis-
souri.' Some of the company were
musicians and they brought their
instruments with them. This was
perhaps the first brass band to
cross the plains. One of their
wagons also brought a strange
burden. A brother of Mrs. Wanch
was taken sick and died while the
party were preparing for their
long trip. As a dying request he
begged the family not to bury
him and leave him alone in the
country they were leaving, and
the father promised that he
should not be left there. So a
metallic coffin was procured and
the body carefully sealed up In
it. It was .brought through safe-
ly and buried in the Willapa val-

ley, where the family spent the
first year after their arrival. They
afterwards removed to Oregon."

jThus ends the matter referred
to by Mr. Lockley, in the Snow-
den book. ' It was published in
1909, the author being Clinton
A. Snowden, and the advisory
editors: Cornelius H. Hanford,
Miles C. Moore, William D. Tyler,
Stephen-- J. Chadwick. With such
a list of advisors, Snowden must
have had a' fairly good history.
Stephen J. Chadwick was a Sa-

lem boy, his father Governor
Stephen F. Chadwick of Oregon,
and the son was supreme Judge
in Washington. But some errors
crept into the Snowden book, at
least on the pages in question,

The Bits man, answering the

letter of Mr. Lockley, after hav-
ing quoted the - matter in the
pages of the Snowden book that
appears above, said in part:

"I got the third volume of
Snowden's History . . . through a
loan from the Portland Public
Library . . . The tirst paragraph,
saying the train Mary Hagar, aft
erward Mrs. George Wanch, was
with was attacked and eight
killed, among them Margaretta
Keil, cousin of Mrs. Wanch, does
not say what year that train came.

"The second paragraph partial

ly identifies the train of 1856 of
the Keil colony, and in this case
makes Mrs. Wanch a sister of
Willie Keil. and therefore a
daughter of Dr. Keil.

"That does not jibe with Mrs,
Wanch being a cousin of Mar
garetta KeU. . It shows a jumble.
Why? Because Or. Keil had no
daughter named Margaretta, and
Dr. Keil never shot an Indian;
never shot at one; never quar
reled with one.
