dried fruit will be purchased in
Oregon, Washington and Cali-
fornia to aid the western prune
Industry, the Federal Surplus
Commodities corporation said to-
day.

The quantity was not specified
but it was reported about 5,000
tons would be taken in Oregon
and Washington and 15,000 In
California.
