Other grains also ad-
vanced.

Light rains over much of the
southwest hard winter wheat belt,
which is suffering from severe
drought, had little market influ-
ence, July contracts, representing
the 1940 crop, rising to 863, up
1%.

“Tndon gave attention to re-
ports that grain losses were in-
volved in recent sinkings of mer-
chant vessels in European Wwar
gones and also to word that farm
stored wheat and corn was being
damaged by weevils and other
complications.

About a quarter of the 1839
wheat crop has been stored and
the bureau of agricultural eco-
nomics has estimated that 500,-
000,000 bushels of corn from the
1987, 1938 and 1939 crops would
be stored under government jloan
during the 1939-40 season.
