Explosion Series
Wrecks (01l Lines

Pipes Stood on End by
Spectacular Blasts
In Texas Fields

WICHITA FALLS, Tex., Dec.
12—{#)—A spectacular series of ex-
plosions today uprooted lengthy
sections of the Shell Pipe Line
corporation’s oil conduit slong ap-
proximately 32 miles of right-of-
way through mnorthwest Texas.

The progressive blast, the ori-
gin of which was not explained,
hurled pipe snakily skyward,
standing parts of the line on end
and ripping jagged holes in the
earth. Earth, dust and broken
pipe emerged with a muffled,
rumbling noise, witnesses said.

Trade Pact Fight
Accepted by FDR

President Says Exiensiom
Of Treaties Will Be
Asked by Solons

WASHINGTON, Dec. 12-{F)
The administration definitely ag-
cepted tonight a challenge to what
may be one of the stiffest battles
of the next congressional session
when President Roosevelt dis-
closed that congress would be
asked to extend the reciprocal
trade agreement act.

Unless it is renewed, the ad-
ministration’s power to negotiate
reciprocal trade pacts will ex-
pire June 12.

With that date less than six
months away, many legisiators
already have started a controver-
sy by either denouncing the pro-
gram or going to its defense. A
few democrats and numerous re-
publicans in senate and house
have declared their intention to
fight to the limit any effort to
renew the statute.

One of their prinacipal arguments
has been that the pacts have stim-
ulated imports of farm commodi-
ties to the detriment of persons
in the agricultural areas who al-
ready are beset by surpluses and
unsatisfactory prices.

Sign Money Pact

“Strongest Financial Act
In History” Claimed
For New Treaty

PARIS, Dec. 12—(/)—Great Brit-
ain and France disclosed today a
financial alliance to last until six
months afier they make a peace
with Germany.

This money partnership, hailed
by a Frefich finance ministry
spokesman as “the sirongest ac-
cord in history between two gov-
ernments,” was announced in
Paris and London at the moment
people of the allied nations were
hearing that British troops had
won their first direct engagement
on the western front.

Military dispatches said the
British threw back three waves of
German troops Sunday in an at-
tack south of Buschdorf, in the
Moselle valley region. The Ger-
man losses were reported to have
been severe. None was reported
by the British.

The financial accord was signed
on December 4 when Sir John
Simon, echancellor of the British
exchequer, was in Paris, and was
announced today by Sir John and
the French finance minister, Paul
Reynaud.

Not only did the two nations
agree to accept each other's mon-
ey at face value without the ne-
cessity of transferring gold stocks
to cover their exchange opera-
tions, but henceforth London and
Paris will share many common
war expenditures and will absorb
as pariners the drains om their
respective war reserves “imn gold
and in doliars.”

They will act as one in purchas-
ing war materials, either at home
or abroad, and incontrolling
prices.

Aviation Forces

To Be Adequate

PORTLAND, Ore., Dec. 1
America will have an air force
that will equal or exceed any ia
the world when the present two-
year program is completed, Maj.-
Gen. Henry H. Arnold, chief of
the army air corps, predicted to-
day.

He said airplane production had
accelerated greatly. Factories that
manufacture airplane frames have
doubled their forces.

He described American pilots
as the equal or superior of those
of any nation in the world and
said he “liked to have them start
training at from 19 to 21 years of
age. It takes two years to make a
military pilot.”

Maj.-Gen. Arnold is on a nation-
wide tour with five other air corps
officers.

Bomber Order to
Be - $20,000,000

NEW YORK, Dec. 12 An
order for $20,000,000 worth of
bombing planes was reported to-
day to be the basis of a forthcom-
ing contract between the Lock-
heed Aireraft Corp. and the Brit-
ish purchasing commission.

Details of the order were not
released. It was wunderstood it
would be followed by another eall-
ing for $25,000,000 worth of mil-
itary aircraft.

At Brit-
ain’s suggestion the assembly was
called for 10 a. m. (1 a. m., PST).

Although today's committee
meeting was secret, United States
Viece-Consul Donald D. Edgar was
admitted as an observer.

The Russians, contending that
any league ouster action must be
the work of Britain and France,
said soviet rupture of relations
with those allies would be In
the nature of retaliatiom.

If the league votes to throw
Russia out, a French source sald,
one of Premier Daladier's first
moves will be to sever diplomatic
contact with the soviet union.

This source said the French
government was anxious to close
the soviet embassy in Paris be-
cause it was the headquarters of
an underground French commu-
nist movement.

Actually, Finland was more con-
cerned with obtaining definite
promises of financial aid and war
goods from other nations than
with league punitive measures
against the Russians.

Super Airfleet
Plan of English

New Craft to Be More
Powerful to Meet
German Attacks

By ROBERT E. BUNNELLE

LONDON, Dec. 12—(/)-Britain
disclosed today that she was de-
veloping a super airfleet for the
dual purpose of meeting and
countering German mass attacks
anticipated “perhaps soon or in
the spring.”

As three more ships—two Brit-
ish and one Swedish—were sunk
by mines in the war at sea, Air
Minister Sir Kingsley Wood told
the house of commons Britain
was adequately prepared to face
“another more strenuous and dif-
ficult chapter” in air warfare.

His prediction that “new and
more powerful types of aircraft™
would “shortly be able to operate
against the enemy” recalled to ob-
servers Foreign Secretary Lord
Halifax's assertion on September
13 that Britain would hold her-
self *“‘completely free' to take
“appropriate’ action in eveant al-
lied civilian populations were
bombed.

“We can be confident that our
air defense system is sound, that
our personnel and aircraft are
superior to the enemy's and that
our strength—defensive and of-
fensive—is growing steadily so
that every day we are im better
position to establish our ascen-
dancy in the air,” Bir Kingsley
said today.
