Counterfeit Bills
Topic at Chamber

Money They Receive,
Speaker Advises

Most counterfeit currency is
not difficult to detect; the rea-
son it is often successfully ecir-
culated is that few people bother
to inspect the money they receive,
Wildam 8. MacSwain, Portland
agent of the ynited States secret
service, pointed out in an address
at the Salem chamber of com-
merce luncheon Monday.

As a timely warning a bit off
the subject, the secret service
agent mentioned that large num-
bers of WPA checks have been
stolen or forged in recent years
and that merchants should be
cautious in accepting these
checks.

Counterfeit currency can usual-

i ly be detected because the serial

numbers are not printed in the
proper Lype, or because the por-
trait and the seal are not clear-
cut, Other means of detection in-
clude the type of paper used,
since the paper on which genuine
currency is printed 1is closely
guakded and most counterfeit
unotes are on ordinary bond paper.
In geuneral, the difference imn ap-
pearance corresponds to that be-
tween an engraved card and a
photo-engraved eard.

Counterfeit coins may be de-
tected by difference in weight,
the “soapy’ feel, the aclid test or
imperfect grooving on the edge.
