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and more warlike atmosphere.

Militiamen, with red, white and
blue arm bands and armed with
rifles, stood at the alert in the
streets for parachutists and fifth
columnists.

Trucks idled in squares and on
bridges to serve as miniature forts
if need be.

On both west and east the ad-
vance of the main German masses
was limited to the measure of six
miles. For even on the west the
main lines still were between the
Somme and the Bresle, and the de-
fenders

'were falling back grad-
ually.

And at the end of the second
day of fighting the French com-
mand proclaimed the situation
generally "satisfactory."

The nails' material losses were
declared to be making up for the
French loss of ground.

Hundreds or German tanks were
reported destroyed smashed in
the giant mousetrap prepared tor
them by wily-- Generalissimo Max-
im Weygand.

Nevertheless, the French high
command's night communique
acknowledged that "against this
unprecedented onrush of enemy
masses some of our units were
submerged and outflanked, es-
pecially In the region of the low-
er Somme where enemy elements
managed to get through as far
as the river Bresle.

"The same thing happened in
the region of the river Ailette.
Enemy detachments succeeded In
pushing their way as far as the
heights of the north bank of the
Aisne."

The center of old General
Weygand's Somme line was re-

King replied that
Wheeler had misconstrued his
remarks which he said were in-
tended to mean that this country
should defend its Interests in the
western hemisphere.

Pepper Accused
Bone asserted tha every effort

of Senator Pepper (D-Fl- a)

"seems to be thrusting this coun-
try closer to the hell of war."
Pepper had proposed that the
government supply war materials
to the allies, and in the senate
today said that Hitler was "al-
ready at war" with the United
States by promoting "fifth col-

umn" activity here and in South
America.

Wheeler has advocated a con-
tinuous session of congress dur-
ing the defense emergency, but
he told 'the senate that after
hearing today's discussion he
thought "it might be well fer
congress to adjourn and go home
and find out what the sentiment
of the peopie Is ;with reference
to our entering this war."

He continued that if congress
would "get away from the hys-
teria here in Washington and
get away from the hysteria em-
anating from New York and the
great newspapers of that metrop-
olis they would find the people
are just as determined as they
were six months ago for this
country to stay out of war."

: Denies War Sentiment
"Outside of New York and

Washington,' he added, "there
isn't any sentiment for us to get
in by the front door or by the
back door.

"I'm pot going td be a party
to leading this country down the
road to war and if any senator
thinks the masses of the people
want that he is sadly mistaken.

"I agree that If any South
American country is attacked! we
should go ahead and declare war
to protect South America from
Mr. Hitler or anybody else.''

Bone told his colleagues that
it would "blast its last hope for
1940 if the American people were
to become possessed with the Idea
that the democratic party is a
war party."

Senator Reynolds .(D-NC- ) fol-

lowed him on the floor with the
assertion "the mothers of Ameri-
ca" should be grateful fori the
senior Washington senator's
stand.

Bone declared he would take
from congress the power of act-
ing as "executioner" for two or
three million American boys, and
would let the people vote on
whether they were going to "com-
mit suicide in another great
war."

He asserted It was time to
clarify the picture and put an end
to "some of this hysteria."

The main force of the German
offensive was on the German right
wing, aimed at encirclement of
Paris from the west and severance
of the lifeline between Great Brit-
ain and France.

Immediate objectives apparent-
ly were Sieppe and Le Havre on
the French northwest coast, and
possibly beyond to . Cherbourg,
which the Germans bombed last
night

If they succeed in driving such
a coastal wedge, they will force
British assistance to detour to
southern French ports and crack
the effectiveness of the British-Frenc-h

alliance.
A second drive was aimed

northeast of Paris in the Soissons
area, apparently the intended left
wing of a pincers movement
against Paris.

Tonight some Germans were
betting Paris would surrender
within two weeks.

Except for authorized but un-
official reports that German ar-
mies were striking "into the
heart ot France" there was scant
word ot operations along the 200-mi- le

Weygand line, other than in
the coastal regions.

At the outset, however, the
Germans had emphasized that de-
tails of the offensive might be
slow in coming.

The high command communi-
que was delayed more than three
hours and then it devoted only a
few lines to the new drive which
Germans hoped would be the de-
cisive stroke ot the war.

vor of a small part against a

I American . intervention, Gayda
said, "could cot fail to provoke
the necessary reaction today and
tomorrow. He . added ' it would
automatically give European

powers the right of reprisals, on
American territory applicable to--
lay .or at any other moment of
