WASHINGTON, July 6.(#)
Sensator E. D. 8mith, veteran
South Carolina democrat, predict-
ed today that "milllons of real
democrais” would be attracted to
Wendell Willkile.

“I'm a real democrat and I'm
tired of my party being led by this
so-called new deal,” Smith told re-
porters.

The Bouth Carolina senator, a
militant opponent of a third term
for President Roosevelt, credited
the republican party with am as-
tute move In picking a former
democrst” for its presidentizl en-
try.

“*Willkie stole my slogan,”” he
added. *“‘Like me, he dldn't leave
the dsmocratic party, the party
left bim."

Ano'her senats veteran, Senator
George W. Norris (Ind-Neb), loy-
al supporter of President Roose-
velt, said he waa certain that the
chief executive did not want a
third term, “but I can't see how
bhe can avold it.”

Norris said in an interview that
he had told BMr. Roosevelt it was
his “dnty to run again” but added
that "I have no knowledge as Lo
the president’s intentions.”

Explaining his wview that the
president could not refuse renom-
ination, Senator Norris said
‘“Roosevelt is the omly man the
demoecrats could nominate who
could win."

The veteran Nebraska Iindepen-
dent said the majority of demo-
cratic delegates already pledged
for = third term made it manda-
tory on President Roosevelt to
run again “‘regardless of his per-
sonal desires.”

“He ia patriotic to the nation
and to his party,” Norris sald.

Compulsory Drill
Will Be Proposed

War Department However
Wants Legislation on
Subjeect Changed

WASHINGTON, July 8.

The war department has decided
to urge compulsory military train-
ing, it was authoritatively re-
ported today, but will recommend
changes in legislation now pend-
ing in congress.

The army high command is to
give its opinlions to a senate com-
mittes next Tuesday and at that
time, authoritative sources said,
will approve in principle the
Burke-Wadsworth bill providing
for registration and seléctive
training of all men from 18 to 6B5.

One change, it is umnderstood,
will be & suggestion that those
in training receive $21 a month—

-the initial pay of volunteer pro-

fessionsl soldlers—rather than a
nominal stipend eof §5 a month
or S8so.

Word of the high command’s
attitude on this major armament
issue shared attention among de-
fense developments with reports
that the mavy was organizing a
sea-going version of Germany's
hard-hitting “Panser’” divisions.

Equip With Tanks

Congressional sources sald the
nucleus of this division would
be three merchant ships, for
which the navy is mnegotiating
with the maritime commisasion to
be used as marine troop shipa.

The plan is, informed legisla-
tors said, to keep these ships
fully eguipped with tanks, artil-
lery and other armament at all
times—"“like a Jire engine,” omne
congressman put it-—so that they
could sail just as soon as the ma-
rines could be marched aboard.

Dunkergue Blasted

aground, and scored six bomb hits
on the 26,5600-ton dreadnaught.

“It was considered essential,”
the admiralty explained, ““that the
ship should be in no condition to
take part in the war in case she

should fall under enemy con-
trolonii ™
The planes attacked without

warning hecause the French com-
mander had declared his ship
hors de combat and said they were
to be abandoned, a2 communique
disclosed. But its report that two
British craft failed to return in-
dicated that some resistance may
have been encountered.

The foundation of British hopes
for successful resistance agalinst
nazi invasion, now regarded as
inevitable and imminent, is in the
vast army she is training.

Dipping into her reservoir of
men in their 30’'s, Britain called
her 1909 class—30-year-olds—

-{and before the end of the month

three more groups will have reg-
istered ,the 1908 class next Sat-
urday, the 1907 class a week la-
ter and the 1906 class two weeks
later.

Potentially, this is an army of
4,000,000 men which Britain ex-
pects will be stronger than the
Maginot line which failed France.
“You can't buy safety with
bricks and mortar,” Prime Mia-
ister Churchill put it today. “You
can buy it only with men.”

Blow and counter-blow in the
air continued as the apparent cur-
tain-raiser to the battle of Britain
while British warships, now
turned oa their former French
allies, kept vigilant guard to pre-
vent them from falling inte Ger-
man or Italianm hands.

Bombing planes struck today at
Gibraltar, attacking Britain's Me-
diterranean “rock’ for the second
time, and made day and night
ralds over Britain.

British Fliers Score

The air ministry, however, dis-
closed that British Tliers also had
scored, attacking the German na-
val bases of Kiel and Wilhelm-
shaven, the ports of Cuxhaven and
