Small Cans Are
Easily Heated

The size of the family is not the
only point to consider in deciding
what size jars or cans to use in
canning meats and some kinds of
vegetables, the Bureau of Home
Economics advises. )

Any convenient size can or jar
is suitable for canning fruits or
tomatoes because they are julcy
foods that contain acids. They can
be heated through quickly and are
not so likely to spoil. But the
smaller size cans or jars are bet-
ter for vegetables and meats,
which are nonacid foods and must
be processed at a higher temper-
ature to prevent the growth- of
bacteria that may cause spoilage.
When there is a thick mixture in
a large container it takes a long
time to heat the food In the cen-
ter, and the food near the outside
may become overcooked.
