War of Nerves

. of Ships Meant to
Instill Terror

_The timing of new QGerman
statements that staggering cargo
tonnage losses have been inflicted
on Britain may be more signifi-
cant than the figures themselives.

Whether in preparation for in-
vasion of England or for some
other stroke, Berlin is pressing
fte war-of-nerves against the
British more actively than the
war of bombs. Nazi boasts that
5.000.000 tons of shipping usable
to Britain have been sunk
sinece the outbreak of the war,
§79,000 toms in the last three
weeks alone, may be a part of that
“war-of-nerves.”

Whatever the truth, the Ger-
man figures are sc fantastically
out of step with the, London ad-
miralty’s recapitulations that Ber-
lin itself seeks to explain the dis-
crepancy by charging that the
British are concealing certain of
their losses. -

4As an element of the war-of-
nerves aspect of the battle, the
German claims counld be consid-
ered good strategy. They could
give sea-minded Britons, utterly
dependent on shipping for the

~means of life, something to think

about if they believed the Berlin
reports and not the admiralty's
figures.

Moves Synchronized

Whatever the German motive,
these statements about an increas-
ingly successful counter-blockade
of. England synchronize with oth-
er. moves designed to stir terror
in England. Revival of the ‘“se-
cret weapon' bogey by a high-
rannking German air officer can
be moted. A special showing of
nazl dive bomber techmnigque, put

~ on fdr neutral pressmen, with all

the siren attachment frills going
full blast to impress them, is an-
other item. :

iThe nazis® action in taking cor-
respondents on sight-seeing
flights along tlie English channel
presumably was intended to prove
that British shipping, naval and
mérchant, had beea driven from
those narrow seas. However,
gince the newsmen duly reported
that the flights were confined to
the continentzl side of the chan-
nel, 30 miles or so from the Eng-
lish coastline at the nearest point
of approach, the result i{s not
highly convincing.

There is amother angle to the
German claims of having stepped
up tremendously the rate of car-
go ship destruction. If the figures
are anywhere near accurate and
not, as the British admiralty in-
sisis, an “absurd’’ exaggeration,
there would seem to be no mili-
tary reason for attempting inva-
sion of England at all. Germany
would be on the way to winning
the war by counter-blockade. .

Possibly the report in Londen
of John Cudahy, American ambas-
sador to Belgium, on the !mpend-
ing famine sitwation in the nasi-
conquered country farnishes a
clue to Berlin's real comcern. The
same condition would seem Iikely
ia Norway, Denmark, Holland and
France.

It can be argued, thenm, that
even if Germany hasz full confi
dence of winning the war in the
long run by rulning British ship-
ping, conditions om the continent
may impel her to up her vie-
tory drive.

Meanwhile, it is highly doubtful
that the conditions Cudahy pic-
tured will lead to any adatement
of the British blockade that would
ald Germany or relieye her of re-
spousibility for the care of the
peoples she has mastered.  That
blockade is Britain's main hope
of ‘winning the war in the end.

G-Men Placed on
24-Hour Schedule

Wire-Tapping to Suppress
S5th Column Activities
Favored in House

WASHINGTON,  Aug. 6—{&)
Pressing its investigasion of)
‘“fifth column'' suspects, the led-‘
eral bureau of lnvestigation put |
gll its field offices on a 24-hour
schedule today, while the house
passed a bill permitting wire
tapping by the FBI in investiga-
tions of sabotage, treason and
esplonage.

The interstate commission on
erime, meanwhile, called for an
investigation of what it termed
the “nazi-faseist’ use of attaches
of legations and consulates for
subversive propaganda and other
fifth column activitles in the]
United States.”” The commission |
was organized in 1932 to work for
enactmeat of uniform crime legis-
lation.

The commission. reporting to
the conference of state officials on
federal and staite cooperation,
called attention to “‘the surpris-
ing increase’’ In the personnel of
the consulate and declared ‘“‘es-|
pionage and sabotage are to be |
expected from nazi-fascist consul-
ates and husiness firms."”

Ogpu Activity Feared

J. Edgar Hoover, director of
the ¥BI. said the new around-the-
clock schedule for his field offices
was arranged “in eorder to ex-
peditiously handle all matters that
might arise in connection with
national defemse.”” Until recent-
ly only the Washington office was
open day and might.

The legisliation en wire-Lapping,
which the house passed and semt
to the senate, was called “‘a leg-
isilative Stalin monsirosity” by
Rep. Schafer (R-Wis). He said
the measure would permit FBI
agents to “enter every home with
a telephome.”

The legislation would require
specific authorization by the at-
torney general before wires would
be tapped.

Willkie Promises
“No Taking Away”

COLORADO SPRINGS, Col,
Aug. 6Py Wendell L. Willkie
gave the mnation's farmers today
his pledge that “if elected presi-
dent, I will not take away any
of the benefita gained by agri-
culture in the past few years.”

The republican presidential
nomines made his farm statement
at Des Moines. Iowa, shortly be-
fore llying back to his vacation
retreat here after a conference
with midwest republican gover-
nors and farm leaders,

“] do not faveor changing the
present farm program unless &
better one gradually is evolved,"”
Willkie declared.

At the nomiree’'s headquarters
here, where Willkie will com-
plete the farm section of his for-
mal acceptance address, it was
announced that he would talk
both with former President Her-
bert Hoover and Alf M. Landon
before going to Elwood, Ind., for

the acceptance ceremony August
2T
It was learned that Willkle

plang to see Landon, the 1936
republican presidential mnpomimee,
here early next week. Landon was
expected to discusa with Willkie
his views regarding farm, foreign
policy and other Important issues
of the campaign.

The Willkie-Hoover conversa-
tion was expecied to take place
somewhere in Montana—perhaps
at a private lodge. There was no
definite word, however, as to when
or where the two would meet.

It frequently has been reported
here that Willkie would talk with
Hoover and Landon but tonight's
was the €first word that the momi-
nee positively would see the two
before golng east.

US Leases Land
For Grazing Use

WASBHINGTON, Aug. §.{(P—A
lease giving the United States title
to 125,600 mecres of Lake county,
Ore., tax delinquent grasing lands
for one year was signed today by
Secretary Ickes.

The lands will be incorporated
into the conservation program of
the grazing service under the
basin grazing disirict of south-
central Oregon.

Under the lease plan, stockmen
will pay the government estab-
lished grazing fees of § cents per
animal unit month. The county
will be pald its proportionate
share of the fees collected, the
amount to be determined by the
ratio that county lands bear to
the total acreage of public lands
in the grazing district,

Wash.,, Aug. Two courag-
eous women rels a grim battle
against death today after their
rescuers completed a dangerous
trip down from the 3000-foot
level of Mt. Bhuksan.

Miss Anne Cedarquist, 23, Shel-
ton chemist who fell at the emd
of a rope Sunday when she miss-
ed her footing, was reported re-
covering from injuries at a Bel-
lingham hospital. She suffered a
fractured shoulder and saveral
rib fractures and a lung puncture,

She still was suffering from
her ordeal of a night on the side
of a cliff in freesing weather.

““It happened so suddemly I
didn't have time to be frighten-

| ed,” she related. “The first thing

I knew I was falling with the
glacier rushing up to meet me.
I struck against the rocks and
was jolted badly.” The rope, at-
tached to Karl Boyer, Beatlle,
kept her from falling te her
death.
Leading Party

Bhe was at the head of a trio
as they climbed one of the 9000-
foot mountain’s most treacherous
approaches, Roped behind her
was Boyer and 150 feet back of
him without any rope protection
was Miss Faye Plank, 36, Brem-
erton high school librarian,

““The upper end of the rope
was snubbed around a rock. Anne
was about 20 feet above me when
suddenly I saw her hurtling down
the slde of the cliff,’”” Boyer said.

Without the protection of &
rope, Miss Plank made 2 herole
climb to the narrow | where
Boyer stood and took over the
rope’s anchorage. Boyer made his
way to the injured woman and
lowered her to the ledge over
which she had been suspended by
the rope.

Boyer went for help while the
two women lay alone on different
ledges during the cold night. The
ledges were so narrow they didm't
dare move.

Nimety Feet Apart

“I could hear Anne groaning
with pain 950 feet Dbelow me,”
Miss Plank sald. "I couldmn’t see
her but I yelled to her to keep
up hker spirits. I heard her ecall
back weakly during the night
which seemed ages long.”

At noon Mondsy a rescue party
reached the women.

“Miss Cedarqguist was con-
sclous when we reached her but
her lips were blue from intense
cold,” Chet Ullin of Seattle, one
of the rescuers sald.

“To get the streicher off the
treacherous glacier we had to
chop footholds in the fce,” ke
said. !

“Then we had to lift and low-
er the streicher gently over a
ridge by ropes. Over some of the
fce we had to crawl and wskid
the stretcher a foot at a time
ahead of us." 2

The group arrived at this moun-
taln post today after struggling
down the mountain all of Mon-
day afternoonm amd might.

Commenting on the near tra-
gedy, R. L. Fromme, assistant
supervisor of the Mount Baker
National forest asked moun-
taineers to register with the for-
est service before climbs. He sald
they were required to do so by
law but that there was no pumn-
ishment for failure to do se.
