AGAINST MANAGER PLAN
To the Editor: The three local
measures that will appear upon
the ballots at the election, Novem-
ber 5, are proposed amendments
to the city charter submitted to
the voters by the ecity . council
They are fully set forth in the
official voters’ pamphlet that has
been mailed from the recorder’s
office, but pince there is no pro-
vision for Inserting affirmative
or negative aruments in such
pamphlet, the undersigned mem-
bers of the city counell woald ap-
preciate it If you would publish
thelr conclusions concerning ihese
proposals. 2

The city manager measure was
promoted chiefly by salaried offi-
cers of the League of Oregon Cit-
fes which s affiliated with a na-
tion-wide Organisation whose
principal object appears to be the
placing of university graduates
in lucrative pubiie positions at
the expense of the taxpayers. City
managers in cities the size of Sa-
lem are paid from $8000 to $8000
per year. The tax rate in each of
the four manager cities in Oregon
is shown by the state treasurer’s
report to the 1939 legisiature to
be considerably higher than in Sa-
lem, and ia two of these cities,
LaGrande and Bend, theres has
occurred & serions public scan-
dal resuiting from the misappro-
priation of munieipal funds by
officers who were under the man-
ager's supervision. A 50-per cent
fallure in Oregom, the profession-
al manager plam has caused dis-
satisfaction, disappointment, and
discord,. in many other places in
which it has been tried. We urge
the citisens of Salem to vots “No"
on this proposal.
