nations, great and small,” and:

“Therefore, I find it wnbappily
neceasary to repert that the fu-
ture and the safety of our counm-
try and of our democracy ares
overwhelmingly Iimvelved in
events far beyond our borders.”

An axis victory, he sald, would
mean axis domination eof four
continents, with greater popula-
tion and resources tham those of
the United States. No generosity
could be expected of a “dictator's
peace,” he continued, and am at-
tack on the Americas was to be
expected il the dlctators won,
and to speak of Immuntty from
such an attack was “loose talk."

'“As long as the AEETeR8Or na-
tions maintain the offensive.’” he
said, “they—not we—will choose
the time and place and the meth-
od of thelr attack.

“That s why the future of all
American republics |s today In
serfous danger.”

No Disagreement
on Defeanse Neood

Quickly, then, he awuug into an
enunciation of three basic polnts
of “national pollcy':

“"First, by an impressive expres-
sion of the public wil ANE with-
out regard to partisanship, we are
committed to all-inclusive na-
tional defense.

"SBecond, by an impressive ex-
pression of the public will aad
without regard to partisanship,
we are commlitted to full support
of those resolute peoples, every-
where, who are resisting aggres-
sion and are thereby keeping war
away from our hemisphere.
