U With Albany, Astoria, Hood Ri
ver and Portland offices showing
greatly Increased activity, the
state employment service started
off the year with 42 per cent in-
crease In placements over Janu
ary, 1940, according to the month
ly report or Director L. C. Stoll.

New Jobs reported by the 22 of-
fices were 6260 aeainst 43 92 for
the same period last year. Full
time work accounted for 3040
placements with 2483 classified as
temporary and 737 supplement
ary.

Hood River's DickuD in nark.
ing brought 359 placecments com-
pared with 84 a year ago. Of these
244 were full-tim- e Jobs.

Defense work was malnlv re
sponsible for Astoria's increase
from 126 to 340 placements, of
which 213 were regular Jobs.

Albany's continued turkev nick
ing and other Industrial Jobs fig
ured in 8 68 placements, making
that office second only to Port-
land's report of 1923 new lobs
for the month. Of PnrtlnnH'.
placements 1304 were for full- -
time work with private firms or
in defense work.

Calling on Americans to look

npon the European conflict as
would Abraham Lincoln, W. -- G.
Harrington, assistant principal of
Roosevelt high school of . Port-
land, .In an address before the
Salem Rotary club Wednesday,
declared that the martyred presi-
dent would not have hesitated to
enter the present war "in defense
of Christianity."

To "protect the nation against
the fifth column," Harrington
urged organization of a home
guard.

In referring to Hitler's refuta-
tion of the ten commandments
in Mein Kampf, the educator
asked: "What would Lincoln have
said of the threat against this
nation?

"I think he would meditate
deeply . . . pray for divine guid-
ance ... say of Hitler and his
strutting generalsi 'God forgive
them for they know not what they
do."

Harrington said the United
States and all democracies are
faced with the threat of a new
kind of slavery "under the iron
heel of totalitarian government."

A buildings rental schedule, ad-

hering generally to policy follow-
ed by the board in the past, was
adopted on the recommendation
of the buildings and grounds com-
mittee. Three classifications of
use were set uP as follows: Local-sponsor- ed

meetings with no
charge or where proceeds given
to school or charitable benefit,
local sponsorship for civic bene-
fit or by local firms with no
charge, use by individuals or
firms where charge is made.

Some of the rental fees were
raised, and certain portions of
them will go into a stage equip-
ment fund. The recommendation
was adopted that student stage-
hands could be used for pro-
grams in the lower two rental
levels, but in the third class
skilled labor would be required,
to be responsible to the custodian.

Can Call Janitors
A recommendation of the

buildings and grounds committee
that Janitors not on duty at night
could be called back to open
their buildings at night a maxi-
mum of 18- - times in the sehool
year, without further reimburse-
ment, was also adopted.

The committee was authorized
to secure Information on costs of
needed additions under consider-
ation at the senior high school
and Parrish junior high school.
Only facilities for present music
classes at the former building are
considered. At Parrish needed fa-
cilities were reported by Supt.
Frank B. Bennett to Include ade
quate shop, auditorium, cafeteria
and music quarters.

The board approved movement
as soon as feasible to put gradu
ation from the senior high school
on a three-ye-ar basis rather than
carrying over ninth grade credits.
A recent action by Oregon col
leges' high school contacts com
mlttee will now permit enroll
ment with the 12 credits of
three years, as affects senior
high schools.
