ler, declared Thursday that Ger
man losses in . that extraordinary
invasion were 5,893 men' dead,
wounded and missing as against
allied losses nearly four times
greater.

Specifically, it was stated, Brit
ish and Greek officers and men
killed aggregated about 5,000
British officers and men taken
prisoner 10,700; Greek officers
and men taken prisoner 5,000
this aside from the allied losses
at sea.

This was the version of Walter J. Linthicum, the American
concul in Recife (Pernambuco), Brazil, after interviewing the
survivors as summarized in Washington by Acting Secretary of
State Sumner Wells.

pointment by acclamation eleven
minutes after it was received.

There was much conjecture
Immediately as to who would
get Jackson's cabinet post The
most frequently . mentioned waa
Solicitor General Francis M.

There have been several
past vacancies In the attorney
generalship and the president
has usually filled it by stepping
up the solicitor general, second
la command in the department
Stone's promotion 'was obvious

ly and widely popular. Some
scattered objections to the Jack-
son, nomination were expected
from those who bitterly .criticized
his advisory opinion of last fall
on the legality of transferring
American destroyers and mosquito
boats to Great Britain.
