Describing the boys at mess in
this fighter station, Mr. Hubbard
says: There was a great deal of
chatter: about flying incidents.
From the general drift, you
might' gather it was a sort of
minor miracle when any of them
got back to earth in one piece.
This seemed" particularly true
when the speaker was describing
an exploit of his own. Yet one
looked in vain for any touch of
histrionics. Much of the talk, was
about the war in other parts of
the world, of movies, baseball,
Jazz, and of what they were
reading."

Listening to their chatter, Mr.
Hubbard was all the more im-
pressed with the fighting scores
of some of these youngsters.
